Be it enacted b1, the Rajasthan State Legislature in theSixty-fifth Year of rhe ttepublic of India, as follows:-
l. Short title and commencement.- (l) This Act may becalled the Rajasthan Forest (Amendment) Ac| 201+.
(2) It shall come into force on and from the date of its firstpublication in the Rajasthan Gazette.
2. Amendment of section 26, Rajasthan Act No. 13 of

1rfr.. For the existing sub_section (lj of section 26 of theRajasthan Forest Act, 1953 (Act No. 13 of 1953), hereinafterrefe,ed to as the principal Act, the following shail be substituted,
namely:-

"(1) Any person who, in a reserved forest,_
(a) trespasses, or pastures cattle, or permits cattle to

(c) fells, uproots, girdles, lops, taps, or burns any
tree, or paft thereof, or strips off the bark or
leaves from, or otherwise damages, the same;

shall be punishable with imprisonment fJr a te'n which
may extend to six months or with fine which may extend tofive hundred rupees or with both, in addition to such
compensation for darnage done to the forest as the
convicting court may direct to be paid.
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(1-A) Any person who-
(a) rnakes any fresh clearing prohibited by

section 5; or
(b) sets fire to a reserved forest, or in

contravention of any rules rnade by the State

Govemment in tliis behalf, kindles any fire or
leaves any fire burning in such manner, as to
endanger such a forest, or

who, in a reserved forest,-

(c) kindles, keeps or carries any fire except at

such seasons, as the Forest Officer may
notity in this behalf;

(d) quaries stone, burns lirne or charcoal, or
collects, subjects to any manufacturing
process, or removes any forest produce;

(e) clears or breaks up any land for cultivation or
any other purpose;

(0 in contravention of any rules made in this
behalf by the State Government hunts,
