3456(E).—n compliance of directions contained in the Ordated October % 2015 of the Hon'ble
Supreme Court of India in Writ Petition (Civil) N802 of 1995 in the matter of T.N. Godavarman Tiiulpad versus
Union of India and others, the Ministry of Enviroan, Forest and Climate Change, Government of lisddeased to
make the following guidelines, namely-

1. Short Title and commencement.

(i) These guidelines shall be called the Wood-Bdsddstries (Establishment and Regulation) Guisljr2016
(ii) These shall extend to whole of India.

(iii) These shall come into force from the datehair publication in the official gazette.

States/UTs shall conform their rules accordindhese guidelines.

2. Definition.

() In these guidelines, unless the context otheewequires —

(@ ‘Furniture unit’ mean plants and machinery and the premises imgjutiie precincts thereof in which or in any
part thereof wood based finished products are natwfed using sawn timber, cane, bamboo, reed,qagvor any
other wood based product, except a round log, auted from licensed wood based industrial unitetber legitimate
sources and operating without a band saw or reesaivcular saw of more than thirty centimeter déaen.

(b) ‘Industrial Estate’ means areas notified by the State Government dorUterritory Administration for
establishment of wood based industrial units.

(c) ‘License’ means a license granted under these guidelines.

(d)  ‘Principal Chief Conservator of Forests’ means the Principal Chief Conservator of Forelisafl of Forest
Force) in the State and it will also include ariceff designated as Head of Department in State/bd@revno post in the
rank of Principal Chief Conservator of Forests &xis

(e) ‘Round log’ means a piece of wood in its natural form, havirid girth of thirty centimeter or more under bark
and it and will include such round log even afterbiark has been removed or its surface has bessalt, manually or
by using a band saw or any other machine or equiptnemake its cross section square or near torsdoathe purpose
of ease in its transportation and or storage.

(fH  ‘Saw Mill' , means plants and machinery in a fixed structaremclosure, for conversion of round logs into saw
sizes ;

() ‘Sawn Timber' means beams, scantlings, planks, battens andosivehproduct obtained from sawing of a round
log.

(h) ‘State Level Committee’ means a Committee Constituted by the State Goverhoader para 3 (2) of these
guidelines.

0] ‘Net Inter-State Import of a timber for Wood Based Industries’ means three years moving average of the net
guantity of such timber actually imported in that8tduring the latest three calendar years.

0] ‘Veneer Mill or Plywood Mill means plants and machinery and the premises inhwdrién any part thereof,
conversion into required size, slicing, peelingshianing or seasoning of timber/ wood, includingsarvation and
treatment thereof either by mechanical or chenpeatess with the aid of electrical or mechanicat@oor manually is
carried out.

(k) ‘Wood Based Industry’ means any industry which processes wood as its raaterial (Saw
mills/veneer/plywood/pulp or any other form suchsasdal, katha wood etc.). It includes a mill baésl not include a
furniture unit.

0] ‘Year' means a financial year froni flay of April to 3% day of March of the following year.

(i) Words and expressions used but not definetkuthese guidelines and defined in the Indian $toket, 1927 or the
relevant local Forest Act as applicable in a State the rules framed thereunder shall have thenimgassigned to
them in such Act or Rules.
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(i) In case of any dispute regarding interprietat of any word or expression, the decision of Maistry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change shall ked.fin

3. Constitution of the State Level Committee:
(i) Each State shall constitute a State Level Camemito perform the functions stipulated in thegiglglines.

b) A representative of the Regional Office of thenigtry of Environment, Forest and Member

c) A representative of the State Forest Departmentbelow the rank of a Conservator |of Member
Forests dealing with preparation of Working Plansfkihg Schemes

d) Director/Additional Director of Department ofdastries Member

e) Representative of the each Autonomous Distrmin€il constituted in accordance with Member
the provisions of the Sixth Schedule to the Couaistih, in case any such Council exists|in
the State

f) Representative of the Forest Development Cotmonain case any such Corporation Member
exists in the State.

s)] An officer not below the rank of Conservator fedrests working in the Forest Head Member

(h) The State Level Committee may nominate anyrotfficer working in territorial wing of the Fore§tepartment not
below the rank of CF.

(iii) Such State where the composition of StatedleéCommittee already constituted is different fras stipulated in
these guideline, shall, within one year from théedaf publication of these guidelines, re-constitilte State Level
Committee. The reconstitution of the State Levemn@uttee will be without any prejudice to the recoemdations made
or the decisions taken by the existing State L&aghmittee till its re-constitution.

(iv) The State Level Committee shall meet at lesste in three months.
(v) The quorum of the State Level Committee meesimgll be at least fifty percent of permanent mensibe

(vi) SLC will invite one representative of the irefty nominated by the saw-mill association as &igpévitee to each
and every meeting of the State Level Committee.

4. Powers and functions of the State Level Commitée

harvested from trees outside forest areas in thie/SIT.

(i)  Assess annual requirement of timber and other faresluce in the domestic markets in the State.

(iv) Maintain a database of timber and other raw mdtetitilized by each wood based industrial unit péed to
establish and operate in the State/UT during eiacim€ial year.

(v)  Approve appropriate locations for setting up of wdased industrial units.

(vi) Approve the name of wood based industrial unitscWhinay be considered for grant of fresh license or
enhancement of the existing licensed capacity e ¢che committee is satisfied that timber is atééldegally for the
said new Wood Based Industries (such as Treeddeutsiest, Forests etc.).

(viiy The State Level Committee will ensure that the amhdying with the respective State Forest Departi:ien
(recovered from Wood Based Industries) will beizgidl for the purpose of afforestation only.

(viii) Examine and make appropriate recommendations orotrey matter referred by the State Governmenher t
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change.

5. Assessment of the availability of timber for Wood Bsed Industrial Units:

(i) The quantity of timber likely to be availalfier utilization of Wood Based Industries of diffeteypes in a State/UT
shall be assessed as by commissioning study,rpbdyein collaboration with institutes/ universgi®ef repute, once in
five years. The study will take into account thiédwing:- :-
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(&) The quantity of such raw material that may hetainably harvested from the forest areas as peemiorking
plans/working schemes/ management plans duly apdrby the competent authorities.

(b) The quantity of such raw material that is &lgle from the trees outside forest areas, inclydime private
plantations, agro-forestry plantations and plaotetiraised on non-forest government lagtds

(c) Net inter-state import of such timber; and
(d) Net international import of such timber.

6. Estimated annual consumption of timber by wood baskindustries. (i) For the purpose of assessing the timber
requirement of the Saw mills, they may be dividei i(a) Saw mills upto 10 HP (b) Saw mills betwéd@&nand 20 HP
(c) Saw mills between 20 HP to 40 HP (d) Saw nhidéween 40 to 60 HP and (e) Saw mills above 60 HP.

The annual requirement of round log for Saw miligliéferent capacities may be fixed by the comnaitteased on the
technical data or as per the formula given below

(@ Saw mills of 10 HP and below: 540 cu.mt. (base &plu

(b)  Saw mills between 10 to 20 HP: 810 cu.mt. (1.5 tiheebase value)
(c) Saw mills between 20 to 40 HP 1080 cu.mt. (2 tiofethe base value)
(d) Saw mills between 40 to 60 HP 1620 cu.mt. (3 tiwfehe base value)
(e) Saw mills above 60 HP 2160 cu.mt. (4 times the bahge)

(i) The Timber requirement for various units asessed by Indian Plywood Industries Research aaiiiig Institute
(IPIRTI), Bangalore is given iAnnexure 1.

7. Restriction on location of wood based industrie

() In the North Eastern States of Arunachal Pradéssam, Manipur, Meghalaya, Mizoram, Nagalandpura and
Sikkim thewood based industries shall be permitted to be egilished within the industrial estates.

(ii) In the States other than the afore-mentioned NBgktern States, wood based industries shall oilyirze not
allowed to be established within ten kilometersaealistance from the boundary of nearest notif@ests and protected
areas. The State Level Committee for the reasore tcecorded in writing and after obtaining prigpeoval of the
Central Government in the Ministry of EnvironmeRtrest and Climate Change may permit to estabfignéde a wood
based industry at an aerial distance less thddldbeters from the boundary of a notified forestgrotected area.

8. Grant, renewal and revocation of a license towood based industry:

(i) No license to a wood based industrial unit Ebal granted or renewed without obtaining prior rappl of the State
Level Committee.

(i) No wood based industrial unit shall be esti#d/ operate in a State except under and in danoe with the license
granted by an officer authorized by the State Guwemnt in this regard (Preferably DCF/DFO or eqeng).

(i) The State Level Committee may maintain paate list of wood based industries working solatythe timber
imported from international market. The licensestich industries shall specifically contain a cadodito the effect that
such units shall not be allowed to use timber peeduin country. If in future, the said units wdatuse timber
produced in the country on account of abundantahitity they will seek specific permission from Slto do so.

The SLC will ensure that the interests of the un#iing domestic produce are protected. Fresh kseoan be granted by
the Committee for units which operate solely on anpd raw material irrespective of the result ofodaavailability
assessment in the State/UT.

(iv) The license granted to a wood based indudtayl semain valid for five years, from the datesoth issue or renewal
of License. However, notwithstanding anything cared in these guidelines, the Licensing Authoritsgyjnwhere there
are reasons to believe that the Licensee is opgrtte wood based industry in contravention ofgiavisions of these
guidelines or conditions of License or any Rulesrfed by the State Government or is in activitiegyalicial to the
interest of forest conservation or public interestany time after giving one month notice, revthe license granted to
such wood based industry.

(v) Application for renewal of license granted tovaod based industrial unit shall be made atldastet (3) months
before the expiry of validity period.

(vi) Transfer of license on sale/succession etdl beadone only with the approval of State Leveh@nittee.
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9. Appeal against the decision of the State Levelothmittee.

(i) Any person aggrieved by any decision takenti®y $tate Level Committee may file an appeal befioeeconcerned
Regional Office of the Central Government in theniiry of Environment, Forest and Climate Changekigy
appropriate relief within 60 days' time.

(i) Head of Regional Office shall within 60 dagkfiling the appeal pass the appropriate Order.

(iii) If, for any reason, any person is aggrievey the orders so passed in the appeal, he mayrmafappropriate
petition/application/appeal to the DGF&SS/MoEF&CC.

10. Conditions governing operation of furniture unts.

(i) The Establishment and operation of a furnituni shall not require a Licence.

(i) A furniture unit:

(a) shall not use any band saw, or rip saw or a cir@da having more than thirty centimeter diameter
(b) shall not convert round logs

(c) shall use only sawn timber sourced from license¢hsaills or any other legitimate source.

(d)In case the furniture unit is located within themises of any wood based industry, approval ofQbmmittee and
the license for operation of furniture unit is reqd.

(e) may use bamboos, reeds and canes.
(f) shall maintain such records as may be stipulatethdystate Forest Department.
11. Records to be maintained by wood based induses.
(i) Each wood based industry shall maintain andli@ty update records as given in schedule to theggelines.

Assessment of Timber Requirement

The Indian Plywood Industry Research and Trainmsgifute (IPIRTI), Bangalore an autonomous bodyeuriie Ministry
of Environment, Forest and Climate Change has seddke timber requirement per unit for peelingterof 4 feet and 8 feet size in
the plywood/veneer units as 5 cu.mt. and 11 cu@sp ectively per day on an average of 8 workiogré per day. By assuming that
the peeling units work for 8 hours per day on agrage for 300 days in a year the normal timberirement of the peeling length of
4 feet size in veneer units is 1500 cu.mt. Thel tateber requirement for the stand alone veneetsumay be assessed by calculating
the equivalent number of 4 feet length machineshgntdiking its normal installed capacity as 1500r¢uper annum.

The timber requirement of a plywood unit may beetaks 'nil' on the ground that the round timbersied as timber in the
veneer units only and that the plywood units aeesticondary users which use the veneer as the aseviah produced by the veneer
units. The plywood units use presses of variousss&ich as 8x4x6, 8x4x12, 8x4x15, 4x4x7, 4x4x1@xAx10 capacity press can
produce upto 10 plywood pieces of 8'x4' size per lwehereas a 8x4x15 capacity press can produceldppywood pieces of 8'x4"'
size per hour and so on. The normative installgécigy of the plywood units will accordingly depeagon the number and the type
of presses. This number and type of presses iedtalleach of the plywood unit may be assessedtemndafter equivalent number or
presses of 8x4x10 capacity may be calculated. Shaative annual timber requirement for a integratlysvood unit having a 8 x 4 x
10 capacity press may be taken as 2000 cu.mt. pparma and accordingly the total requirement of #mfor the plywood units
should be calculated.
